Answers, Osborne-McGraw-Hill, 1999. She was voted into the IDUG “Speaker Hall of Fame” in 2001, was the Executive Editor of the IDUG
Solutions Journal magazine 1997-2000 and was a keynote speaker for the IDUG Asia Pacific 2002 Conference. Currently, she is President of the
Midwest Database Users Group, a member of IBM’s DB2 Gold Consultants program and an inaugural member of IBM’s Data Champion program.

Frank Butt, IBM, is the development manager for DB2 for z/OS Query Runtime, Spatial Support, and Text Search. He has over 20 years of
software development experiences focusing on database engines and applications. For the past 8 years, He has led the spatial database
development effort for both DB2 LUW and z/OS.
